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This Agreement is made and entered into this _____day of _______________, 202_ by and between ______________________________, hereafter called PRODUCER and VINTAGE AIR TOURS, hereinafter called OPERATOR. 

1. EVENT.  The PRODUCER will put on an air show at ___________________ airport, in the city of ________________, State of ____________, from ___________ to __________, hereinafter referred to as AIR SHOW.

2. OPERATOR OBLIGATIONS.  OPERATOR shall:

a. Provide historically significant and fully restored PT-17 Stearman Biplane and a North American Navion aircraft to be made available for usage as static display, photo backdrop as well as for rides to be sold to the public before, during and after the event, as authorized by waiver/airboss. 
b. Arrive, weather permitting, on the day before the AIR SHOW or on the day of the first Press appearances.  Depart, weather permitting, on the day following the OPERATOR’s last revenue ride flight. 

c. Provide liability Insurance (Proof of insurance will be provided upon request.)

d. Provide pre-event promotional materials including photos, brochures, and biography, to the PRODUCER and be available for Press appearances on the day before the AIR SHOW.

e. Shall provide One (1) 20-min ride to distributed at PRODUCER discretion. Additional rides will be made available at COST ($200/flight).  

3. PRODUCER OBLIGATIONS.  PRODUCER shall:


a.  Provide aircraft services as follows: 


(1)  All on-site fuel   (100LL avgas) to cover transit fuel. (Top-off after arrival and before departure)

(2)  Engine Oil  1 Gal per flying day (Aeroshell 25W60 Radial Engine Oil for Stearman or 20w50 for Navion)

(3) Smoke Oil   3 gallons per flying day (Texaco Canopus 13 or equivalent).  Paraffin-based (Parraffnic) oil is the only acceptable smoke oil.  

(4) Hangar   Covered and secure hangar space from time of arrival until time of departure.

(5) Vendor Booth   Provide one table and 2 chairs for static display area and for ride check in. OPERATOR may elect to sell merchandise and raffle tickets promoting OPERATOR business. 

(6) Barricade  Provide a simple barricade to rope off static display airplane(s) when not being utilized for rides. 

b. Provide lodging consisting of _2_, private, non-smoking, king size or double rooms at or in close proximity to the AIR SHOW site. 

c. Provide _1_ full size air-conditioned vehicle(s) for transportation of the OPERATOR and the OPERATOR’S support crew/staff.  PRODUCER shall provide and pay for insurance on all rental cars as required by the rental car agency.

d. Pay OPERATOR a performance fee, the total amount which is $500.00_ to cover operational costs for ferrying aircraft.  Down payment in the amount of $0.00_ is due upon the execution of this Agreement or not later than ____________.  The Balance of the fee in the amount of $500.00_ is due prior to the OPERATOR’S participation of the AIR SHOW.
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4. OPERATOR’S INABILITY TO PERFORM.

Should the OPERATOR be unable to conduct rides for reasons under his control, including reasons of health or equipment deficiencies, OPERATOR shall refund to the PRODUCER the PERFORMANCE FEE set forth in this contract.

Should the OPERATOR be unable to perform after arrival at the AIR SHOW site for reasons not under his control, including weather, full payment of the PERFORMANCE FEE and all travel costs shall be paid to the OPERATOR. OPERATOR in his sole discretion shall determine whether conditions allow the conduct of any revenue flight by OPERATOR. In the case of inclement weather, OPERATOR will make the designated ride airplane available as a STATIC display. 
5. AIR SHOW NON-PERFORMANCE.

Should the AIR SHOW be cancelled for reasons not within the control of the OPERATOR, the following amounts shall be payable:

a. If the PRODUCER provides written notice of cancellation at least 60 days before the first show date, no payment shall be due to the OPERATOR.
b. If the PRODUCER provides written notice of cancellation less than 60 days prior to the show date but not less than 2 days prior to the show date, OPERATOR shall be paid 50% of the PERFORMANCE FEE plus any travel costs actually incurred.  

c. If the PRODUCER provides notice later than indicated in 5.b above, the total PERFORMANCE FEE, including travel costs shall be paid.

6. FORCE MAJEURE.  If, on account of causes not due to the fault or negligence of either party, such as, but not limited to, national emergency, disaster, or an act of God, the AIR SHOW is abandoned, cancelled, or prevented, neither party hereto shall be liable to the other for any expense incurred in connection with the AIR SHOW except that PRODUCER shall pay OPERATOR for any travel costs actually incurred prior to receipt of notice that the AIR SHOW is abandoned. 

7. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.  The PRODUCER and the OPERATOOR shall be and act as independent parties, and under no circumstances shall this Agreement be construed as one of agency, partnership, or joint venture of employment between either.  The OPERATOR shall be solely responsible for the conduct of its employees, personnel, and agents in connection with their performance of the PRODUCER’S obligations hereunder.

8. ENTIRE AGREEMENT.  The terms set forth in this instrument supersede all prior oral or written understandings and constitute the entire agreement between PRODUCER and OPERATOR. It may be amended or altered only by a subsequent writing signed by both parties.
